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PROPOSAL GUIDELINES FOR THE

CRITICAL EDITIONS OF ANCIENT TEXTS SERIES

Authors who are interested in preparing a volume for publication in the Series Critical Editions of Ancient Texts, published by Lockwood Press, are asked to submit a proposal that contains the following information and materials: 

1. Author Information: Give your name, preferred mailing address, phone/fax numbers, and e-mail address(es).  Enclose a curriculum vitae that indicates your present position, educational background, and previous publications.  If the CV itself does not sufficiently demonstrate how you are qualified to do the proposed volume, please include a statement that addresses this issue.

2. Title and Description of the Volume, with a Table of Contents: Give information about both the text(s) or textual corpus/corpora that form(s) the basis for your study and critical edition(s), as well as a succinct presentation of your research questions, and the methodology or methodologies you use to address them.

3. Statement of the Relevance of the Book to the Series:  Indicate how your book is of direct relevance to the objectives of the series by addressing each of the following: 1) The ways in which your treatment of the texts in your study is informed by the philological conventions of your discipline, and, when relevant, the extent to which it departs from them. In other words: how is/are your critical edition(s) similar to and/or different than existing critical editions in your field? 2) How and to what extent are questions pertaining to textual production, and the circulation and transmission of ancient texts in and across different periods and places addressed in your work? 3) If your work includes texts with multiple sources, what form do/does your edition(s) take? Do you use “scores” or composite texts with a variant apparatus? If there are sources from different periods and places how is this information presented to the readers and users of your edition(s)? 4) How extensive is your philological commentary to individual texts and what types of information do your commentaries contain? 
4. Sample Chapter:  Provide a sample chapter from your work (or the edition(s) of the text or a selection of texts that are the focus of your work) that best represents the goals and objectives of your study. 
5. Previous Studies:  Has the topic of your study, or have the texts you treat been studied before? If so, please provide details, and indicate how your study differs from these studies.

6. Prompting Need and Audience/Market for the Volume:  Why do your text(s) and topic need to be treated?  What void will your study fill?  Who are the likely purchasers of this volume?    

7. Prior Publications:  Have you already published any part of this work in another form?  If so, where and in what form?  Do you control all publishing rights to this previously published material, or will permission clearance from other publishers be required?

8. Exclusive Submission Affirmation:  Like many other publishers, Lockwood Press does not review proposals or manuscripts that are simultaneously submitted to multiple editors or publishers.  Therefore, please include an affirmation that you are submitting this proposal only to the Critical Editions of Ancient Texts series and that you will not submit it to another editor or publisher until the Critical Editions of Ancient Texts editorial board has reached a decision in regard to your proposal.
9.     Anticipated length of manuscript and projected timetable for completion.
10.   Miscellaneous Information:  Please include any other items that might be helpful to the editorial board in reviewing your proposal.
